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CCDHB Occupational Health Screening Requirements

Pre-employment/Pre-placement
As a health professional it is very important that you keep your own personal health record and have this information available for future pre-employment screening.  This may avoid unnecessary and expensive retesting.

Complete the Health Declaration form.  

Ensure all contact details and all questions are completed.  
Please attach or note that you are sending them to Occupational Health:

1. Immunisation Record- this should be available from your GP and/or student health or previous employer.
Please note on the form if you have had a flu vaccination (this year) or Boostrix vaccination (for whooping cough) in the last 10 years. 

2. Blood test results- Attach any previous blood test results as listed below. Some of these at least would have been done as pre-course entrance screening (e.g. nursing, medical, radiology, physiotherapy) so would be available from student health and/or your GP.  Some results may also be available from a previous employer through their Occupational Health Service.
Hepatitis B- 

​Chicken Pox- OR history of having had chicken pox.

Measles- 

MRSA – A swab is unlikely to be required UNLESS you have or have a history of dermatitis or eczema. Please indicate if it is active at present and where the lesions are. An appointment at Occupational Health may be required for skin review. 

TB- Complete the TB screening page. 

Send any previous TB screening test results e.g. Mantoux or Quantiferon.  DO NOT GET NEW TESTS COMPLETED until Occ Health has reviewed the pre-employment form or you have spoken to an Occupational Health Nurse.
